Yonkers moved, Looman seconded, that the Board go into a closed session to consult with attorneys regarding trial or settlement strategy in connection with the pending litigation filed by Tiltons and Stege Trust, for the reason that an open meeting would have a detrimental financial effect on the litigating or settlement position of the Township.  Motion carried by roll call vote as follows: Looman – yes; Yonkers – yes; Reimink – yes; Hutchins – yes; Hebert – yes (5/0).
The regular meeting was recessed at 7:20 PM and the Board went to the office area for the closed session.

Hebert moved, Looman seconded, to adjourn the closed session at 7:52 PM.  Motion carried.

Hebert called the regular meeting back to order at 7:53 PM.
Yonkers moved, Hebert seconded, for Ganges Township to appeal any and all adverse rulings of the Circuit Court to the Michigan Court of Appeals.  Motion carried by roll call vote as follows:  Hutchins – yes; Reimink – yes; Yonkers – yes; Looman – yes; Hebert – yes (5/0).
Looman moved, Hebert seconded, to adjourn the meeting at 7:55 PM.  Motion carried.
