MINUTES OF OCTOBER 19, 2005
Supervisor Hebert called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M. at the Ganges Township Hall, corner of 119th Avenue and 64th Street.  Board members present by roll call attendance: Hebert,  Reimink,  Hutchins, Looman, Yonkers.  
Yonkers moved, Looman seconded, to accept the agenda dated 10/19/05 as presented.  Motion carried.
The Board met to review the bids received for the Township Hall remodeling project.  Representatives from KMH Construction Services, McKellips Construction, and Greg Waldron Builder attended and provided clarifications on their bids.  After discussion, the Board decided to eliminate the following items from the project:

1. Siding of the back room outside on the north, south, and lower west walls.

2. Eliminate the overhang on the front of the building

3. The bathroom door is not to be moved.

4. The chimney is to be left intact not removed.

5. The outside door in the furnace room will not be removed but the small window will be removed.

6. Eliminate the handicapped access ramp for the new entry door to the back room.
Hebert moved, Looman seconded, to accept the bid from McKellips Construction Company, Fennville, Michigan, dated 09/29/05 for $49,390.50 for the remodeling of the Township Hall.  Motion carried by roll call vote as follows:  Hutchins – Yes; Reimink – Yes; Yonkers – Yes; Looman – Yes; Hebert – Yes (5/0).

Yonkers will send an acceptance letter to McKellips Construction Company to request a copy of the Workers Compensation and Liability Insurance as well as a revised estimate and will coordinate the project with McKellips Construction.
